Regional Association Bylaws – SAMPLE
This is just a starting point for a Regional Table Tennis Association. They may change these bylaws as needed. 
Article I: Name

The name of this organization shall be the _______________ Table Tennis Association.

Article II: Purpose

The purpose of this Association is to promote the sport of table tennis. This will be done by encouraging the formation of state championships and other tournaments, clubs, leagues, coaching, junior and other programs within the region, and by assisting players to reach national and international levels. 

Article III: Membership

Section 1. Any member of USATT automatically becomes a member of the Regional Association representing the member’s primary address. 

Section 2. Any club affiliated with USATT automatically becomes a member of the Regional Association representing the club’s location.

Article IV: Finances
Section 1. The Association receives 15% of all USATT membership fees it collects.

Section 2. The Association receives 15% of all USATT club affiliation fees for all clubs in its region. 

Section 3. 100% of all profits from any State Championships goes to the Regional Association. When there is an overlap between Regional Associations, the profits will be divided up proportionately to entry fees collected from players from the respective Regional Associations. 

Article V: Officers

Section 1. The officers of the Regional Association generally shall be President, Vice President, Treasurer, Secretary, and Programs Director. 

Section 2. Unless there is already an established Regional Association recognized by USATT, the initial officers are appointed by USATT. After a minimum of two years, a Regional Association may request elections for their own officers, with all the Regional Association members over the age of 18 eligible to vote. 

Section 3. All officers are appointed or elected for two-year terms. There are no term limits.

Section 4. Those running for office must apply to run by submitting a signed note so declaring to the Secretary one month before the election.

Section 5. The counting of the ballots in an election may be done via email, or with paper ballots. At least two impartial people who are not running for office may count the ballots. A Regional Association may request that the USATT Nominating and Governance Committee count the votes or help out in the election in other ways. 

Section 6. If the President resigns or is not able to take office, the Vice President shall become the President. If there are other vacancies, the President shall appoint a replacement to fill out the remainder of the vacant officer's term. 

Article VI: Duties of Officers

Section 1. President: shall preside over meetings, using Roberts Rules of Order. When questions of order come up, Roberts Rules of Order shall be used. He shall take on other duties as needed. 

Section 2. Vice President: shall preside over meetings in the president's absence, and take on other duties as needed. 

Section 3. Treasurer: shall maintain the Associations financial accounts. 

Section 4. Secretary: shall keep minutes of meetings.

Section 5. Program Director: shall be in charge of coordinating programs in the region, such as tournaments, leagues, coaching, and junior programs. These duties may be shared with other officers.
